    - 2nd Internet Enrollment: Jan. 11 (Wed) to 13 (Fri), 2017 
  ○ Method
    - Enrollment at the Center by the order of arrival during the period, then online 
enrollment
    - Every course other than Basic 1 & 2 can be enrolled even after the period. (Except 
when it is full) 
    ※ After 1st visiting enrollment, online enrollment is only for waiting list.
  ○ Venue
